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Its all about the 
spread!

The Key to offshore success lies within your spread .
Here are a few key considerations

• Build your trolling spread around several spreader bars.  
• Maintain consistency between everything you put in the water. 
• Bigger spreads draw more attention, and get more multiple 

hookups. Use Bars and Chains to make your spread BIG!
• If you pull bird bars or chains, keep them inside the spread

5 Line 9 to 13 Line7 Line
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5 Line Spread

Keep it simple, keep it consistent.
Spreader Bars on the outriggers, Big Bird Daisy cha in down the center
And two daist chains on the flat lines.  All matchin g in color and size.
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7 Line Spread

Key Components
Three Spreader Bars
Two Daisy Chains
Two Jet/Bird combos

Notice that the bird rigs
Are inside the spread.



Reel Draggin Tackle

Kick it up
9 to 13 lines

This spread is loaded with as many as seven spreader 
bars.  Using triple rigged outriggers and downriggers 

you can easily troll as many as 13 lines under the right 
conditions with a good crew.

Bigger spreads get more bites!

Spreader bars on the outriggers

Daisy chains on the flat lines
RDT Sport Dredge at 15 feet

Big Bird 
or a 16” Bird Bar down the center
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Modify The Spread
For Early Blue Fin

All about the long lines

Long Riggers 
- Medium Hoos topped with 5”

slammers, WAY BACK, 300yds
Short Riggers

- Spreader Bars (short 6 wakes)

Flat Lines (very short)
- More meat or daisy chains

Down the Center

- Small bird slammer daisy chain, 
with the stinger rigged with a hoo.

Down Riggers

- RDT Sport Dredges, either Hoos or 
squid
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Trigger the stubborn 
deep bite

RDT Sport Dredges
Yes, they have stingers
12” diameter 6 arm SS spring steel
36” teaser lines, 18 squid
Center line has larger squid &
A detachable stinger, 36” back
Total of 23 squid in the dredge
Have them in the water, ~15’
Slow up on the marks, 2 to 3 kts
Watch the rig drop on the sounder
Position about 3 feet above marks
Drag them right over
No strike? 
Increase to 4 kts just after pass

Planers will work, but do not allow as much depth c ontrol
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Adding Flat Lines

We Fish with Penn 
Downriggers

- 48” Boom

- Sport Dredge
- 15’ back ~ 8’ deep

- Long Line
- Release Clip

- #64 Rubber bands
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Fish With US
